· Experience tutoring or teaching is preferred, but not mandatory. 

· Volunteers should have knowledge of intimate partner violence and sexual assault OR a willingness to learn about these topics. 

· Volunteers should be open to working in a shelter environment.

	Support Provided:
	All volunteers are required to attend an orientation and some training before the start of the position. Given our clientele, it is important that we go over guidelines and procedures to make sure everyone is fully trained. 

	
	

	Dress Code:
	We ask that volunteers wear clothing that provides modest coverage. Close-toed shoes are required, for safety and hygiene reasons. Wear clothes that you can get messy.
